e There are no eligibility criteria to apply for the Pre-Medical
Academy.

e However...

e Students must meet the academic, attendance, and behavior
criteria (from the contract) to remain in the program.

e No need to reapply each year; students meeting contract
criteria are automatically enrolled in PreMed for 7th and
8th grades.
