only). Eligible students must provide proof of a valid driver’s license, vehicle registration and insurance.  

• July 29, 8am: School Cash will open for Tier 1.   

o All documents need to be uploaded before parking pass pickup 

o You will be assigned a parking spot number at pick up. 

• July 31, 12:30pm: Tier 1 parking closes 

• Aug. 5, 8am-2pm: Tier 1 approved parking pass pick-up in Student Services 

• After Tier 1 is completed, Tier 2 students will receive an email on Aug 6th
