Certification)

e District sets eligibility thresholds based on
federal and State laws:

e 70% for elementary, middle and

The McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Program
(MVP) Team can help students and families who
live:

e in a shelter, motel, vehicle, or campground;

e on the street;

 in abandoned buildings or substandard housing;

e in motels/hotels; or

» doubled-up temporarily with relatives or friends
due to a hardship

Students Experiencing Homelessness

Every school has a McKinney-Vento Contact Person & assigned
McKinney-Vento Program (MVP) Case Manager who works with

families to:

e provide school supplies, uniforms, supplemental services and
free school meals;

e set up transportation to and from the school of origin;

e find community support and resources;

e decide which school would be best for the child (the school of
origin, or the zone school);

e communicate with the school;

and so much more.
