SCHOOL VOLUNTEERS — REGISTRATION & CHECK-IN PROCEDURES:
- A new volunteer management system in the Palm Beach County School District launched March 25, 2024.
- Here are the steps to follow to volunteer at the school:
1) Complete the NEW Volunteer Application to skip this step at the school when you arrive to volunteer.
2) The FIRST TIME you arrive to volunteer at a school, you must present your government-issued ID to the
Visitor Check-In office staff to be entered into the volunteer system.
3) Complete the Volunteer Application in the Visitor Check-In office (you may skip this step if you
completed the application before you arrived to volunteer).
4) After initially scanning your ID in the Visitor Check-In office, you may use the Volunteer Kiosk in the
Visitor Check-In office to sign-in and out.
5) After signing in, you can present your photo ID to the office staff to retrieve your volunteer badge.
