The School Board of Palm Beach County is committed to providing quality educational opportunities for all 
students.

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Eligibility 
Per District Policy 5.016 any student residing in Palm Beach County can apply to a Choice IB Programme in 
the county. Students are required to submit an application to the Choice and Career Options Department to be 
checked for eligibility. If deemed eligible, applications will be run through a lottery system to determine which 
students will be given seats at the school. Students must meet all application deadlines as posted by the 
District’s Choice and Career Options Department.  
 
 -Elementary Eligibility for IB: None 
 
Palmetto Elementary operates  as a whole school program, students that are zoned for the school will 
automatically be placed in IB courses upon their enrollment. This is applicable to PYP an MYP programmes 
They are not required to participate in the lottery system.  
 
 
Roles and Responsibilities 

❖ IB Coordinator: The coordinator will ensure that students are eligible for the program per Board Policy 
5.016. The coordinator will contact families if they are awarded a seat in the lottery. The coordinator 
will post the policy publicly for all stakeholders. 

❖ Students: Students must adhere to all IB policies that the school has in place, in addition to the Choice 
Contract they are required when they accept their seat to the program.  

❖ Parents: Parents will read and understand Board Policy 5.106 and the IB policies that the school has in 
place.  

 
Evaluation of Policy 
The IB faculty and administration remain deeply committed to ensuring the success of the admission policy. 
Toward this end, the faculty and administration will review the policy regularly with an eye toward 
improvement. The policy will be reviewed annually by [The PYP Coordinator]. This policy was last reviewed 
on  [August 2023]. The Board policy 5.106 is reviewed by the Choice Department and School Board members 
every 5 years.
